Even as a kid, Francisco loved anything and everything about comedy. He and a friend 
competed to see who could tape the most comedy routines and eventually joined together 
as the “Blowout Boys” to enter and win a local comedy competition. This was 
Francisco’s first professional break and his popularity grew exponentially from this point 
forward.

Currently residing in Los Angeles, Francisco is busy making a name for himself in top 
clubs around the country, not to mention on television. He has made multiple guest 
appearances on “The Tonight Show with Jay Leno,” as well as starred in his own 
personal “Comedy Central Presents” special that remains in the top 5 most requested on a 
consistent basis. In addition to these accomplishments, he has appeared in several 
television shows, such as Fox’s “The Family Guy” and Showtime’s “Full Frontal
